1. Reconstitution of Committee
After attaining autonomous status, it was discussed to reconstitute the SC/ST Committee as per institutional guidelines and statutory requirements.
2. Policy Review
The committee reviewed existing welfare policies and resolved to align them with government norms and provisions under the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities) Act, 1989 and institutional autonomy framework.
3. Review of Grievances
One grievance was reported regarding delay in scholarship processing. The committee discussed the issue and assured immediate follow-up with the concerned authorities.
4. Awareness Programs
It was proposed to conduct awareness sessions on government schemes, rights, and support services available to SC/ST students.
5. Scholarships & Financial Support
Discussion was held on timely disbursement of scholarships and improving coordination with the Social Welfare Department.
